1. Ss share about the things they
saw yesterday on their way home.

2. T presents some new scenarios by
sticking pictures on the board -
things that are commonly seen as
difficult things to do.

3. Play a video on spelling - fry to
get the most difficult words to spelll
- spelt correctly.

4. Reflect on how people can
make the likely impossible possible.

5. Brainstorm on specific reasons
why the things presented are
difficult to do.

6. T presents the option “because
of” — explain that this option helps
to openly present the reasons why
something is or looks difficult fo do.

7. Use some ss' ideas from the
previous brainstorming to make
emphasis on the use of nouns for
this option.

e Learning English is difficult
because of the grammiair.

8. Ss go inferview some friends and
write key points fo present their
friends’ answers.

10. T reflects on what answer or
idea was used frequenlty — use that
information to take the negative
idea down and replace it by a
positive one.

11. Whole-class - try the first
unscrambling question.

12. Turn given by T - try the second
unscrambling question.

13. Individual work — try the third
unscrambling question.

14. Once T confirms the answers are
correct, ss will be allowed to write
them in their books — they must wait
for your call.
